DELHI – MANESAR - JAIPUR - AGRA - DELHI

India is home to 175 courses, many of which are located near the major city centers. The course conditions, design and overall experience are some of the best from anywhere in the world. Courses are designed by some of the world’s best like Jack Nicklaus, Greg Norman and Arnold Palmer. Some of the courses are as old as those in the UK, and others at some of the highest elevations in the world. Golfing in India can be an experience of a lifetime especially with the world’s most dramatic backgrounds.

This tour is designed by le passage to combine the best of golfing and sightseeing experience in India. You get to explore the golden triangle of Delhi, Jaipur and Agra and to tee off at some of the world class courses located at some of the most picturesque locations of India.

			
	Day 01 ARRIVE DELHI

Meeting and assistance on arrival at the New Delhi international airport and transfer to the Hotel. (Most international flights arrive around midnight at Delhi) 

Overnight at the hotel.
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	Day 02 DELHI

Breakfast at the hotel. 
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Morning: Proceed to the Delhi Golf Club for a round of golf. The 6,972 yards, par 72, 18 hole golf course was redesigned by Peter Thompson in 1977-'78 and got a major fillip when it was chosen to host the first ever golf tournament at the Asian Games in 1982. Enjoy a game of golf.

Originally located in an area more than twice its present size, the course at the Delhi Golf Club was consolidated to its present 220 acres in 1950. Like the rest of Delhi, its golf course is also laid out on a part of India's history. Carved out of a portion which was the estate of the Lodhi rulers, it has in its precincts a collection of interesting tombs and monuments. 

Planted with a variety of over 200 trees, the Delhi course is the lushest in the country, and its sandy loam has produced a rich turf good for the exacting fairway shots.

Overnight at the hotel.


	Day 03 DELHI – MANESAR (GURGAON) BY SURFACE (40Kms / 1Hr.)

Breakfast at the hotel and check-out. 
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Morning: Half day sightseeing of New and Old Delhi. In New Delhi drive past the 12th century 230- feet high Qutab Minar, gracefully hand-carved for its entire height of 234ft, the mausoleum of emperor Humayun - a forerunner of the Mughal style of architecture, the imposing Lakshim Narayan temple, India Gate (memorial to the Indian army soldiers who died in the World War I), the Rashtrapati Bhavan (formerly the viceroy's residence) and the Parliament House. Later continue to Old Delhi. See the Red Fort - a marvel in red sandstone, the Raj Ghat - memorial to Mahatma Gandhi, the Jama Masjid - the largest mosque in India. Spend some time in Chandni Chowk to savour the ambience of a crowded oriental bazaar.

Afternoon: Proceed to the DLF Golf & Country Resort designed by the legendry Arnold Palmer. This magnificent 18-hole and Par 72 golf course offers a great test of golf and will challenge players of all skill levels. Night golf at DLF is a memorable experience and one not to be missed. There is a fully equipped golf academy and a warm, comfortable clubhouse that adds to the unique golf experience.

After a game of golf arrive at your hotel located at Manesar / Gurgaon for overnight stay.
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	Day 04 MANESAR (GURGAON)

Breakfast at hotel. 
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Morning: Today you tee off at the Classic Golf Resort designed by the great Jack Nicklaus. An 18-hole Par 72 course is spread over an area of 300 acres.

The Classic Golf Resort is the first South Asian signature championship course and is located at the foothills of the picturesque Aravalli hills. It is located on the outskirts of Delhi, off the Delhi - Jaipur highway and a few minutes drive from the Manesar hotel. You can enjoy spa and sauna facilities at the club.

Overnight at the hotel.
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	Day 05 MANESAR (GURGAON) / JAIPUR BY SURFACE – 235Kms (4.5Hrs)

After breakfast drive to Jaipur.

JAIPUR: Built by Sawai Jai Singh, the city of Jaipur is amongst the first of India’s planned cities. The ancient heart of the Pink City still beats in its fairy tale palaces; rugged fortresses perched on barren hills and broad avenues. Jaipur has a timeless appeal in its colorful bazaars that delights for its Rajasthan handlooms and trinkets. Beautifully laid out gardens and parks, attractive monuments and marvelous heritage hotels, once the residence of Maharajas, are worth admiration that makes a trip to the pink city a memorable one. 

Arrive Jaipur and transfer to the hotel for check-in. 

Afternoon: Tour begins with a visit to the Maharaja's City Palace, the former Royal residence, part of it converted into a museum. A small portion is still used by the Royal family of Jaipur. Built in the style of a fortified campus, the palace covers almost one-seventh in area of the city. One of the major attractions in the museum is the portion known as Armory Museum housing an impressive array of weaponry-pistols, blunderbusses, flintlocks, swords, rifles and daggers. The royal families of Jaipur once used most of these weapons. Later visit the Jantar Mantar, which is the largest stone and marble crafted observatory in the world. Situated near the gate of the city palace, the observatory has 17 large instruments, many of them still in working condition. Also visit Hawa Mahal - the Palace of Winds. 

Overnight at the Hotel.
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	Day 06 JAIPUR

Breakfast at hotel. 
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Morning: Visit the Jaipur Golf Club for a round of golf. An 18 hole course with nine greens and nine browns overlooks the picturesque Moti Doongri Palace and the historical Nahargarh Fort. The fairway passes through the Rambagh Polo Grounds. The upper course has nine greens around the polo ground. A drain separates the lower course which has nine browns spread over a rough and undulating landscape. 

Overnight at the Hotel.
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	Day 07 JAIPUR / AGRA VISITING FATEHPUR SIKRI ENROUTE – 240Kms (4Hrs)
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After early breakfast proceed by surface for Jaipur en-route visiting “FATEHPUR SIKRI”. Situated around 40 km from Agra built by Emperor Akbar in 1569 and abandoned after 15 years due to scarcity of water. This was the capital of the Mughal emperor Akbar between 1570 to 1586. 

Fatehpur Sikri’s sprawling structure is made of red sandstone and combines both Hindu and Muslim architecture. The main entrance to this walled city is through the 175 feet Buland Darwaza. The finest monuments within this area are the Diwan-I-Am, Diwan-i-Khas, Jama Masjid and Panch Mahal.

Arrive Agra by late afternoon and check-in at the hotel.
AGRA: On the right bank of the River Yamuna, Agra reigns over a glorious past created by warriors as skilled in art and architecture as they were on the battlefield. The city’s historical origins before the Mughal conquest are dim and it was practically founded by the Mughal Emperor Babur. To the lover of art and to the traveler seeking the wonders of India, Agra is the goal of a pilgrimage, its shrines being the Taj Mahal and Agra Fort.
Visit the Taj Mahal and drive past Agra Fort. Taj Mahal which is among the seven wonders of world and was built by Shahjahan as a memorial to his wife Mumtaz Mahal by the banks of river Yamuna. After her untimely death, Shahjahan had her mortal remains buried in this mausoleum. And after his own demise he was placed to rest next to his beloved queen in the same mausoleum The Taj has been called the most extravagant monument ever built for the sake of love. The great monument took almost 22 years to build and was completed in 1653. Around 20,000 workers from all over the country and central Asia were recruited to translate this dream into a reality. Enjoy the Tonga ride from the parking area to the Taj Khema.

Agra Fort: The foundation of the fort was laid by Emperor Akbar in 1565 and continued till the time of Shahjahan. The high red stone monument stretches for around 2.5 Kms, dominating a bend in the river Yamuna northwest of the Taj Mahal. The palace is a notable for its smooth blending of Hindu and central Asian architectural styles. 
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	Day 08 AGRA / DELHI / DEPART DELHI

After an early breakfast drive to Delhi. Arrive at the Jaypee Greens Golf Resort for a round of golf. 

Designed by Greg Norman Design Company the Jaypee Greens Golf Resort is 7,335 yards with 72-par. It has nine lakes, five water bodies and 88 bunkers built to international championship levels and is spread over 450 acres. Ranging from Indonesian grass to turf care machinery from the US, this golf course is comparable to the ‘best worldwide'.

After your game have dinner at the club at the golf course and proceed to the airport to board flight for onward journey.

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	Useful Information about Golf Courses 
Delhi Golf Club Highlights:
Delhi Golf Club is perhaps the only Golf Club in the world, dotted with the monuments of great historic and archeological value. This course was originally called the 'Lodhi Golf Course'. In the 1930's the British ordered their Chief of the Horticulture Department to design a course amongst the picturesque surroundings of the Tombs of the Lodhi Dynasty of Delhi, which date back to the 15th century. The character of the course lies in the rich fauna and flora that it has on either side of the fairways thereby giving prime importance to accuracy in the game. The Delhi Golf Club is also home to many professional tournaments including the Indian Open, part of the prestigious Asian PGA circuit.. The club has every facility of bar & catering, a swimming pool and recently a new pub and a health club has been added to provide more facilities to the members.

Rambagah Gold Club (Jaipur)
An eighteen hole course with nine greens and nine browns overlooks the picturesque Moti Doongri Palace and the historical Nahargarh Fort. The fairway passes through the Rambagh Polo Grounds, which have seen some of the finest polo matches in the time of the late Sawai Man Singh. These days there are more golfers to be seen on the ground where the royals once moved on their chargers. 

The upper course has nine greens around the polo ground. A drain separates the lower course which has nine browns spread over a rough and undulating landscape. A casual visitor can play by paying a nominal green fee.

Interspersed with a play of red and pink were white borders and motifs, painstakingly outlining the architectural highlights of Jaipur's buildings, ever since 1727, when Maharaja Sawai Jai Singh II had Jaipur built. Except for the busy traffic of bicycles, cars and buses, little seems to have changed. There is a timeless quality to Jaipur's bazaars and its people. As the gateway to Rajasthan, Jaipur figures on every tourist itinerary. A game of golf would prove yet another incentive!

Ranging from Indonesian grass to turf care machinery from the US, this golf course is comparable to the ‘best worldwide'.

Challenging and one of the longest courses in the world. The bunkering style sets it apart from other courses. There are number of water hazards. A water drain runs through fairways No.8 ,10, 11, and 7. There is a big lake on hole No. 7, which is also the tightest hole. The distance from tee No. 7 to the end of the lake is about 150 yards.
